The Board of Woodson County Commissioners met in a regular business session on September 19th, 2023 with Chairman 

Jerry Sedlacek, Vice-Chair Justin Clark, Attorney Zelda Schlotterbeck and Certified County Clerk Tesla Bayles. 

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 

Sedlacek made the motion to approve the agenda. Clark seconded it; motion passed.

Road and Bridge Supervisor Timothy Dimick came to the board. Sedlacek discussed planning to chip and seal a road in 

Piqua in the future, the road has been patched.
